The Allan 2018 Culture Day will include eleven hands-on activities and several displays, such as butter
churning, using old woodworking tools, using a post drill, blacksmithing, making a wooden box with screws,
sanding the box and painting the box, making German peppernuts (small cookies), spool knitting,
embroidery, and cutting paper dolls. The displays include grad dresses and grad photos up to the year 2000,
baby-age 2 display of artifacts and photos, one of the Quill Plains Museum Network photo displays,
children’s art (grades 6-9), and the museum photo binders. We are also planning a “What Are These
Objects” display and we plan to bring the “Immigrant Experience” display from the Museum.

Linocut Printmaking with Michelle Brownridge, exhibiting artist, will lead you through making your very
own linocut print!

Hands-on creativity! is an opportunity for instruction from three different artists: a senior artist carving
soapstone, a youth artist folding origami, and a female artist creating rice paper collage.

Outlaw History in Bengough will include an oral presentation on the history of the Big Muddy Valley,
lessons focusing on comic drawings and paintings with an outlaw theme, and Museum Tours of the Big
Muddy Outlaw Display.

Jam Packed! Canning Class offers free lessons on the use of fresh local berries and how to properly and
safely preserve jam, and make fresh bannock too!

This Is Me - Telling Our Stories celebrates, with the Children's Discover Musem, the diverse culture of
Saskatoon's youth! Local children's authors and artists will work with young participants to discover their
individual story, family heritage and how they contribute to the culture of their community. Children will
engage in a hands-on activity where they create a book to take home, featuring their own story and
artwork. This event is an opportunity for families to create, learn, and celebrate culture together.

Min-Folkfest-A Celebration of Duck Lake Heritage is an afternoon and evening of exhibits, demonstrations,
and entertainment featuring all the various cultures in our community.

A Métis Story organized by Friends of Batoche will showcase Métis culture through interactive and hands-
on activities such as jigging lessons with live fiddle music, cultural demonstrations, traditional food, and a
Métis movie from the "Daughters of the Country" series.
